You can
follow these instructions from any web-connected computer; for example, at the Dedham
Public Library.

Attached is a copy of “Accessing FASTT Math Using Webnetwork.” These instructions contain
information to access Dedham’s cloud, Webnetwork. From this site, FASTTMath may be
entered through Foxfire (the recommended browser), Safari, or Chrome. The attached
document also includes instructions to install Adobe Flash Player (required for FASTTMath).
